(1) Abstract must place in extreme left (2) Abstract is overweighed in tem of number of words, it's lengthy. Author advised to limit the size by 150 words limit. (3) Add appropriate keywords like" SPAD" . (4) Heading caption of all sections must keep extreme left.  Avoid placing in center all sections heading.(5) References written Bold in introduction section and throughout the manuscript such as (Knanetal,2012, bitaetal etc. ) is strictly not allowed in the aragraogh. Avoid placing bold and highlighting in the manuscript. (6) " Result and Discussion" must be replaced by Results and Discussion. (7) All Table heading in bold envisage the paragraph must not be used except Table number section caption heading.(8) Reference section is written well. All authors mentioned name relevant to the subjects they researched.
