The purpose of this study was to assess the antibacterial impact of supplementing HDK-75 pigs' gut microbiota with Tinospora cordifolia stem powder. The experiment lasted 180 days and involved dividing 24 pigs into four groups: Control (0%), T1 (0.5%), T2 (1.0%), and T3 (1.5%). The groups were fed different amounts of T. cordifolia. The control group had a significantly (P<0.001) greater total viable E. coli count (CFU/g) than the treatment groups, with T3 showing the lowest numbers. According to the results, adding 1.5% of T. cordifolia to pig diets successfully stopped the growth of E. coli because of its antibacterial properties, which enhanced gut health and nutrient absorption. The findings imply that T. cordifolia may be used as a natural substitute for antibiotic growth boosters in swine production and as a viable herbal feed additive.

An important and urgent topic in sustainable animal production, the paper adds useful data to the expanding body of research on phytogenic alternatives to antibiotic growth boosters.
Minor language corrections, consistent formatting (particularly in the tables and references), and enhanced readability in the abstract and discussion sections would all be beneficial additions to the article. The scientific rigour would be further strengthened by adding a few more recent references and improving the statistical and methodological explanations.
The study is ethically and scientifically sound, and with minor linguistic and structural adjustments, it has the potential to be published.
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
