	Well defined and segregated abstract. Just few points to be considered:

1. In paragraph of ‘Background” where researcher mentioned “Chronic stress has been linked to a number of negative health outcomes, such as autoimmune diseases, mental health disorders, infertility, and cardiovascular disease.” There should be a reference / references supporting this statement.
2. In methods section researcher has selected the studies up to 2025 but no starting year is given. It is suggested that starting year of the studies selected for current study should also be mentioned.

3. In results section the first sentence “A total of XX studies covering a range of populations and health outcomes satisfied the inclusion requirements” should be adjusted in methods section as inclusion criteria comes under methods section.

	I do not have idea about the proposed structure of the article by the journal but scientifically, the “Literature Review” section comes/ follows “Introduction” not the methodology. The researcher is suggested to organize article as Abstract, Introduction, Methodology, Results, Discussion, Conclusion, Recommendations and Limitations of the current study.

	Yes references are sufficient. Only few references including reference Nos. 8, 17, 18, and 24 are old. These can be replaced by newer ones.

	Over all, the language is good but In methodology section, heading 4.4 “Data Collection Techniques” and heading 4.5 “Analysis of Data” is futuristic that must be written in past tense. 
	

	Optional/General comments


	1. In introduction section in last paragraph where researcher mentioned “Women's experiences of stress are also significantly shaped by social determinants of health, such as gender-based violence and income inequality”, some other some other social determinants like workplace harassment, unequal gender roles, work-family conflict, family-work conflict among others may be mentioned as gender based violence and income inequality are not the only social determinants of stress for women. 
2. In methodology heading 4.4 data collection techniques, the writing style is futuristic which shows that it will be done however the research is already done. Therefore, it must be written in past tense showing that the researcher has done this. 

3. Heading 4.5 needs correction regarding structure. It is also written in futuristic tense but the research has already done. It must also be written in past tense. 

4. In literature review, in 6th paragraph, it is mentioned by researcher that stress is frequently caused by pressure to balance work and family responsibilities in Western societies. It is pertinent to mention here that work family conflict is not the problem only in Western countries. It is also evident in astern societies along with Western ones. Now a days it is found in almost every country. Therefor the sentence should be phrased accordingly. 
5. In Discussion Section last paragraph starts with “In conclusion”. It must be replaced with some other suitable term like in summary, in nut sell etc. because immediately after discussion the conclusions are given under separate heading “Conclusions”.

6. Recommendations are mixed in the gapes identified in reviewed studies. It is suggested that Recommendations may be given after conclusions under the heading of “Recommendation” particularly stating how situation can be improved based on conclusion. 

7. It is suggested that the limitations of the current study should also be given at the end with the heading “Limitations of current study”
