5. The narrative in the discussion sometimes repeats numerical data without clear linkage to the tables, which might confuse readers.

6. The statement that “most respondents had good knowledge of AMR” is supported by the data, but the discussion could better emphasize the gap between knowledge and practice (e.g., high self-medication rates despite good knowledge).

7. The assertion that females have better knowledge and attitude is supported by statistical analysis, but the discussion should interpret why this might be (cultural factors, health-seeking behavior, etc.).
