Enhance figure captions to include key interactions depicted (e.g., “Figure 1: Docked poses showing Pi-pi stacking of Ajmalicine with PHE 71 in BCL-2”).The manuscript has strong potential but requires minor revisions to address methodological clarifications, toxicity implications, and missing figures. With these improvements, it could make a valuable contribution to the field of computational drug discovery for cancer therapeutics.
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
