	The tables are informative and well-structured but can be accompanied by graphical representations (bar charts or heatmaps) to visually highlight the severity of constraints.

Consider adding a conceptual framework or diagram in the methodology to show the classification of constraints and their expected impact.

It would be valuable to include policy recommendations more prominently in the conclusion or as a separate section.

The objectives need minor grammatical correction: “To find out constraints perceived vegetable growers in adoption of eco-friendly management practices” can be rephrased as:
“To identify the constraints perceived by vegetable growers in adopting eco-friendly management practices.”
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
