	Yes, the results section presents valuable statistical evidence of crop shifts across the study area. However, the analysis remains largely descriptive, focusing on numerical changes without providing sufficient discussion of the underlying causes. A stronger interpretation of the results would significantly enhance the paper’s contribution. For instance, factors such as changes in irrigation facilities, government policies, market demand, climatic variability, or soil and resource availability could be explored to explain why the observed crop shifts occurred.

	Yes, few old references should be replaced with more recent literature.

	Optional/General comments


	1. The division of the study area into three zones provides a useful starting point for examining crop pattern across Chhattisgarh. At present, the spatial analysis is largely represented through aggregated statistics at the zonal level. There is an opportunity to further enrich the spatial dimension of the study by incorporating maps or finer-scale representations of crop shifts. This would allow the work to more fully capture the “spatial and temporal” nature of crop change suggested in the title and could significantly enhance the overall impact of the paper.
2. There are some spelling mistakes in the manuscript which needs correction. 

3. Problem statement and Objectives are missing. 

4. The analysis of multiple crops such as rice, maize, gram, lentil, and oilseeds through percentages, averages, and compound growth rates provides a broad picture of cropping changes. However, the methodology remains largely descriptive. Since the study covers a variety of crops, more advanced techniques could be employed to deepen the analysis. 
5. Results need more discussion with reasons and causes behind the shift in cropping pattern and intensity. 
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
