	The manuscript is important for the scientific community as it fills a gap in the literature by analyzing the impact of the large-scale photovoltaic (PV) integration on the protection coordination in the emerging power systems.
Although several current studies pay more attention on developed grids, this manuscript presents an insight from the Cameroonian Southern Interconnected Network, offering valuable background for similar systems in sub-Saharan Africa and other developing economies. 

Incorporating PV and battery storage fault analysis with the determination of fuses, relays, and reclosers into the study, the practical protection issues that should be expected in the projects of renewable integration are pointed out. 

The results contribute to the ongoing global discussions on adjusting traditional protection have become part of the discussion of adjusting traditional protection schemes to the distributed generation in the world and have also provided a scientific basis on policy, planning, and further modernization of grids in the nearest future.

	The title “Impacts of PV Integration on the Network Protection Arrangements: A Case of a Cameroonian Southern Interconnected Network” is clear and relevant, but it can be slightly refined for conciseness and readability. However, it can be made a bit shorter and easier to read. Suggested alternatives:

1. Photovoltaic Integration and its effects on Protection Schemes in Southern Interconnected Network in Cameroon.

2. Protection Challenges of PV Integration in the Cameroon Southern Interconnected Power Network.

This will render it more direct to indexing and readers.

	Yes, the manuscript is scientifically correct and valid. The methodology (fault simulations in OpenDSS, with PV and BESS integration, and evaluation of fuses/relays/reclosers) is sound, the literature review is adequate and cites relevant works. The findings are reliable with the existing PV protection issues and in line with the background scientific principle (reverse power flow, reformed fault current levels, sympathetic tripping, relay miscoordination).
	

	Are the references sufficient and recent? If you have suggestions of additional references, please mention them in the review form.
	The references in the manuscript are relevant and partly sufficient, but they are not fully up to date. Most of them range between 2010–2018, with only two recent ones (2021). To show the consciousness of recent developments in the active spheres of photovoltaic (PV) integration and protection coordination, it is proposed to add to the list of references publications of recent years, no older than 2020-2024.
	

	Is the language/English quality of the article suitable for scholarly communications?


	The English language of the manuscript is readable and presents the technical information, but the English level is not fully suitable for scholarly communications. It needs polishing in several areas to meet journal publication standards.
	

	Optional/General comments


	 “Impacts of PV Integration on the Network Protection Arrangements: A Case of a Cameroonian Southern Interconnected Network” The study discourses a very serious topic in light of Cameroon’s solar expansion plans, emphasizing its significance and gravity. The approach used is strong but the text needs upgrading of the language to make it more understandable and readable. Also, it would be helpful to explicitly relate the recommendations to the Cameroon 2020 PV Project. Adding a paragraph on limitations and possible future research directions would help to increase the scientific rigor of the manuscript. As an example, it would be worthwhile to look into the further levels of PV penetration or to consider incorporating communication-based protection mechanisms into the area of future research. The manuscript is good for publication after the minor revision.
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
