	Since the authors mentioned the time period of the review from 2000 to 2024, then the studies in Table 1 are not representative as they do not have anything recent in them.

The discussion under each item in section 3 should build a story of the developments over the years. Currently, it focuses more on the advancements which is also incomplete due to the above-mentioned problem of lacking in recent references.
Moreover, it is very important that authors should try to visualize the trends with the use of figures and tables. The generic conceptual figures of specific items, shown in section 3, do not serve the purpose of this review.

Try to connect the evidence from the case studies presented in section 4.3 to the earlier discussion of literature trends and state the take away points in conclusions.
