	The study is indeed sound from a scientific standpoint. The results are presented with sufficient statistical rigor and the methodology (cross-sectional design, sample size calculation, chi-square and logistic regression analysis) is appropriate. The findings logically lead to the conclusions.

	Yes, the references—many of which date from 2021 to 2025—are current and pertinent. The bibliography is strong overall, though a few references that are redundant could be removed.

	The language is generally clear and intelligible. Redundancies, a few long sentences, and minor grammar mistakes should all be cut to make the writing more concise. Before final publication, a comprehensive language edit is advised.

	The paper is unique, has sound methodology, and is pertinent to policy. It illustrates how awareness, penalties, and enforcement strategies affect adherence to environmental prohibitions. The work would be even better if the tables and figures were made clearer and the discussion was improved by comparing it with more African case studies.
(Although the paper is scientifically sound, it could use some better language editing and a little more polish in the abstract and discussion.)
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
