1- It does not clearly explain the research problem (what is the scientific or practical feasibility that the research is trying to solve?
2- It does not mention the research methodology or method used to develop or analyze the nanosensors.
3- - It does not provide an adequate description of the scope of the study or the areas it covers, such as the types of sensors or drug classes.
4- the phrase “this chapter explores” suggests that it is a book and not a research article.

The researcher used very recent references up to 2024 that mean the review information’s are accepted with current research sites in the field of nanotechnology and biosensors  . and It is based on a large number of studies from scientific fields such as sensors, biosensors, bioelectronics, and chemosphere.
except the following notes   :-
· There is a partial confusion between theoretical review and applied research, as the title occurs to the reader that it is a development and improvement research, but it is an analytical review, and this confuses the reader about the nature of the study  , I suggest  writing Analytical review to the title.

	The references recent and scientifically sufficient and represented good balance  between foundational  and recent references. For instance , More than 30% of the references are very recent ( from the last two years) which is a good percentage for any scientific research in a newly developed field such as nanotechnology and biosensors .however , some older references (before 2005 ) are not add more value compared to the modern ones and can be replaced with recent references in this field  if available . 
· The design of references is very good but some references don’t contained DOI.
· Some references are duplicate  in more than one  location  ,such as references about (NSAIDs and COX enzyme )
