	The abstract summarizes the experiment, treatments, and key findings, but it is somewhat overloaded with numerical details. It would be more effective if results were synthesized instead of listing too many values. For example, the authors could emphasize that GA₃ consistently outperformed other treatments across most parameters, while vermiwash enhanced relative growth index, without presenting every number.

	The manuscript is scientifically sound. The experimental design (CRD), replication, and statistical analysis are appropriate. The results are presented clearly, with pooled data across two years, and are supported by relevant literature.

However, some references appear redundant (e.g., multiple citations of GA₃ effects across different crops) and could be streamlined. 	The English is understandable, but the manuscript would benefit from editing for grammar and conciseness. Some sentences are overly long and could be simplified for clarity.
