	The study is well structured. However, the manuscript has several issues that need improvement before it is acceptable for publication. The main concerns include some redundancy in the text, and inconsistencies in scientific writing style and grammar. This manuscript's language and sentence structures (into some sections) are unintelligible. So, this article requires extensive language editing and a complete rewrite. Tables are lacking sufficient in-text interpretation, and some data presentation could be clearer.

	Inconsistent format of references. It is recommended to adopt one format and keep it consistent throughout the full text. The reference list is quite lengthy and out-of-date (recent references should be added up to 2025). The cited literature should be updated and shortened. 	In your writings, the same sentences, verbs and phrases were used frequently repeated. Overly verbose writing is not acceptable. This manuscript ought to be written in an appropriately brief style. Although the manuscript is generally comprehensible, there are numerous grammatical errors, ambiguous expressions, and repetitive language throughout. There are occasions when this manuscript's language and sentence structures are not understandable. This article requires extensive language editing and a complete rewrite. So, it should be rephrased more professionally. A thorough language editing by a native English-speaking expert is strongly recommended to meet the standards of an international scientific journal.
