	The study has serious technical flaws  to be of credible significance. However, studies like this if conducted properly, generates fundamental data that are applicable in the development of funcitonal foods that can be of used in managing infectious dirrhea. The study lacks methodological details how the fecal sample from the experimentally infected model rats was processed, the medium thioglycolate broth is inappropriate for selective cultivation of E. coli. To my knowledge, thioglycolate broth is used as an enrichment medium for obligate anaerobic bacteri, not E. coli. Data on clinical effects of experimental infection of the model rats as well as the outcome of supplementation with the conctails of probiotic treatments are missing.
