	1. There appear to be two observations made as per the results. If so, mention this clearly in the methods section.

2. Some of the abbreviations are still not explained at their first mention.

3. In my previous review, I had asked to include the climatic conditions of the study sites, as these significantly influence disease spread and development. This information is still missing in the revised version.

4. Still, scientific names are missing for plants where common names are mentioned.

5. There is no mention of checking for homogeneity and any post hoc analyses performed to separate the means in the methods section.

6. The F-values and degrees of freedom are not mentioned in the results, wherever the significance of the results is mentioned. 

7. Tables and figures are not self-explanatory because the explanations for abbreviations are missing from the footnotes or captions. Additionally, the source of the map shown in Figure 1 is not provided. 

8. In addition to these, carry out all the changes marked in the annotated manuscript.
	1. The two observations in the results were explained clearly in the Methods section "2.2.4. Spatial distribution of swollen shoot disease in rehabilitated Plots”. 
2. The abbreviations (GPS, GOC, RGC, RHC) are now explained at their first occurrence in the manuscript.
3.  The climatic conditions of the Nawa region have now been listed in Section “2.2.1, Study Area”.
4. The scientific names of the crops have been added in Table 1, followed by their common names in parentheses. The same applies to the common names mentioned in the Discussion section.
5. The Levene’s homogeneity test and the Newman–Keuls post hoc analyses performed to separate the means have been indicated in the methods section. 
6. The F-values and degrees of freedom are now mentioned in the results.

7. The explanations for the tables and figures have been added. Figure 1 was created by myself using the Geographic Information System QGIS.
