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	1. The paragraphs on the categories of sealers (ZOE, epoxy, bioceramic) are detailed but could be slightly streamlined to focus more directly on their known discoloration potential, which is the core of the paper's rationale.
2. Parametric data should be analyzed with parametric tests (ANOVA and Tukey). Non-parametric data (non-normal distribution) is analyzed with tests like Kruskal-Wallis and Dunn.
3. The methods state the samples were kept in "distilled water" and "indirectly exposed to sunlight." The abstract says they were kept in "saline solution." There is a discrepancy here.
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
