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	This study addresses an important public health concern in India, where vitamin D deficiency is widely prevalent despite sunlight. The comparative evaluation of deficiency-related symptoms between vegetarian and non-vegetarian groups fills a key knowledge gap, as few studies have stratified findings by dietary habits & causes to help clarify the relative influence of diet versus environmental and lifestyle factors on vitamin D status.
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
