The abstract could do a better job of making the research gap, methodology, and main quantitative results clear. 2. The methodology section should have more information about how the sample was chosen, how the data were analysed, and why certain variables were chosen. 3. The discussion could be improved by connecting the results to more recent studies on women's empowerment in agriculture at the global and regional levels. 4. To make the references more academically relevant, they should include more recent (2020–2025) studies from Nepal and South Asia. 5. Minor language changes would make things clearer, more accurate, and easier to read.
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
