	This article throws light on a common cause of immunosuppression related complication in kidney transplant recipients, particularly where other opportunistic infections could cast doubts on etiology. Sometimes, however, stool studies may be insufficient and biopsy may be needed to isolate the pathogen, as in certain cases like ‘refractory giardiasis’ where stool studies may be unyielding. All modalities were taken up in this case and Norovirus responded to tailoring immunosuppression and Nitazoxanide. Allograft rejection risk with lowering immunosuppression needs to be considered when dealing with this infection, just like in BK virus nephropathies, and a fine balance maintained.
