Human norovirus can lead to chronic, debilitating diarrhea in immunocompromised patients, impacting graft function and patient survival. The case provides a practical example of diagnosis and management, reinforcing the importance of multiplex PCR testing in this population. It serves as a valuable educational reminder for clinicians to consider viral etiologies in transplant patients with persistent diarrhea, beyond the usual suspects like CMV or bacterial pathogens
