	The authors report on a 51-year-old male with a long-standing history of HIV who was diagnosed with a parkinson-plus syndrome. The patient developed acute and profuse sialorrhea after initiating treatment with levodopa/carbidopa. The patient’s presenting symptoms of tremor, rigidity, and shuffling gait initially improved with dopaminergic therapy but excessive oropharyngeal secretions emerged after five doses. The levodopa/carbidopa combination for treatment of the patient was discontinued. The patient's parkinsonian regimen was replaced with T. Trihexyphenidyl (1 mg thrice daily) and T. Rasagiline (0.5 mg once daily). The hypersalivation resolved completely and the patient's condition improved.
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
