Another concern is the inconsistency between the data timeline (1990–2019) and the cited references, some of which are from 2020 (e.g., Amankwah and Adu, 2020), 

raising questions about the temporal relevance and contextual alignment of the literature. These issues should be addressed to ensure coherence, proper organization, 

and methodological consistency throughout the manuscript.
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
