Data were categorized based on regional location, type of occupation, and RTL recipient status. The simulation incorporated the specifications of the Rice Competitiveness Enhancement Fund (RCEF), which allocates resources for farm mechanization, seed distribution, and credit assistance to rice farmers. The implementation of the Rice Tariffication Law significantly improved the income of rice farmer beneficiaries but adversely affected non-recipients. The findings highlight the importance of strengthening the Rice Competitiveness Enhancement Fund (RCEF) to ensure equitable support, transparency, and efficiency in implementation. Establishing localized RCEF offices and expanding microfinancing programs through LBP and DBP are recommended to enhance fund distribution.
