	This study covers an important topic with potential policy impact. The research design is appropriate for the research questions, and the findings are valuable. However, the manuscript would benefit from thorough language editing, a more concise abstract, and improved integration of current literature. Clarifying ethical procedures and sampling rationale will also strengthen the submission. With major revision, the paper has promise for publication.

This manuscript addresses a relevant and timely issue in Nigerian education—awareness and implementation of the National Teacher Education Policy (NTEP)—with a sound research design and a substantial sample size. The data collection instruments are validated and results are well presented.

However, it requires major revisions before it can be considered for publication. Specific areas needing improvement include:

Language and grammar (substantial editing needed)

Clarification of methodology (sampling)

Updating and expanding the reference list

Streamlining and structuring the abstract

Enhancing the depth of the discussion
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
