Only a small number of the references are from the last ten years, and the majority date from the early to mid-2000s, so the sources' recentness is relatively constrained. It is preferable to incorporate more recent studies (2015–2024) that represent current research trends in teacher competency, instructional quality, and personality-related aspects in education in order to improve the paper's scholarly depth and currency.
