First, regarding the research design, the word "influence" in the title is methodologically inappropriate, because "effect" implies an experimental or quasi-experimental design, not a mediation correlation.

Second, the term "Mediation Effect on Teacher Teaching Competence" is less common, because mediation is a relationship mechanism, not an "influential" object.

The article's main strengths lie in the clarity of the research procedures, the validity of the tested instruments (with high Cronbach's Alpha values), and the detailed statistical interpretation of each variable's relationship. The article also enriches the literature by exploring the local context (Don Marcelino District), which has been underrepresented in international research on science learning.
