However, it could be improved by including a statement on theoretical anchoring (Self-Determination Theory) for better linkage to the conceptual framework., removing redundancy (“Likewise, findings also reveal…” can be simplified), and mentioning the sampling location once only. Overall, it reflects good structure and provides key statistical results effectively.

	The manuscript is methodologically sound and statistically robust. The correlational and regression analyses were correctly applied. The instruments used were reliable (α > .85), and the sampling method (stratified random sampling) was appropriate.
