	BCG (Bacille Calmette - Guerin) is the only vaccine available for preventing TB in humans. Although BCG is of low-cost and widely used vaccine in many of the countries, its efficacy has varied widely in many clinical assays ranged between 0-80 %. The major advantage in peptide-based vaccines is the absence of live or attenuated infectious materials. Hence there is zero risk for reversion of virulence. To enhance the stability, solubility lipid, carbohydrate and phosphates groups can be readily introduced. Immunization with an epitope-based vaccine has a major advantage that it has the ability to immunize with a minimal structure, constitutes of a well-defined, specific antigen which can be characterized with respect to its immunogenicity and antigenicity characteristics.
