	This manuscript presents a study on ‘PATTERNS OF INJURIES AMONGST ROAD TRAFFIC ACCIDENT VICTIMS DISCHARGED AGAINST MEDICAL ADVICE IN A TERTIARY HOSPITAL, NORTH CENTRAL NIGERIA’ addressing an important issue in the field of Discharged against Medical Advice. The paper aims to contribute to the understanding of Discharged against Medical Advice, which is a relevant and timely subject. This is a retrospective study investigating ‘PATTERNS OF INJURIES AMONGST ROAD TRAFFIC ACCIDENT VICTIMS DISCHARGED AGAINST MEDICAL ADVICE IN A TERTIARY HOSPITAL, NORTH CENTRAL NIGERIA’, though several aspects require clarification or revision. Strengths and weaknesses are evaluated in detail below:
1) The writing style of the sections under the ‘Abstract’ heading must be compatible with each other.
2) Sentences should not begin with lowercase letters, and spelling errors should be taken into consideration (under the results heading).

3) ‘The abstract should be concise and informative. It should not exceed 300 words in length.’ It is seen that the word limit has been exceeded in the ‘Abstract’ section.

4) Abbreviations should not be used in the ‘Keywords’ section. Clear writing is recommended.

5) You should not start a sentence with an abbreviation in the ‘Conlusion’ section.
6) ‘References must be listed at the end of the manuscript and numbered in the order that they appear in the text.’ The first mentioned source should be shown as [1], the second mentioned source as [2].

7) The first and second paragraphs of the introduction section should be based on scientific literature and references should be given.
8) The purpose of the study should be explained in the last paragraph of the introduction section.
9) ‘The economies of many developing countries of Sub-Saharan Africa and Asia faces challenges like low growth, poverty and high external debts, and their local currencies continue to depreciate against the US dollar and Euro. Many of these countries are consuming economies, and continue to import most of their needs, including drugs and diagnostics. Coupled with these, is the issue of inflation, banditry and terrorism, which affect agricultural outputs and weaken local economies.’ The connection between this paragraph in the introduction and the issues of banditry and terrorism is unclear. The connection should be clearly stated. If the connection cannot be established, it should be removed from the text.
10) Justification should be used in manuscripts. Paragraph indentation should be even and consistent throughout the text.
11) The purpose of the study should be given in the last paragraph under the ‘introduction’ heading, not under the ‘results’ heading.

12) In Table 2, gender types should be written clearly, not as abbreviations.
13) The number of days on admission should be stated clearly in the frequency 9, it was left blank.
14) Discussion references should be cited in appropriate places in the second and third paragraphs.
15) ‘This finding may reflect independence in decision making process and independent mindedness.’ 
What is meant here? What should be written more clearly.

16) The table number should be added in parentheses at the end of the sentences giving the study data under the Discussion heading.
17) ‘When a patient say “I’m going home’, be concern, he may well be going to eternity out of despair and hopelessness.’ This sentence should be revised in English. In English, 'they' is used when the gender is unclear and both genders are intended. 

18) The reference system should be reviewed according to the journal rules.
After some minor language and formatting corrections, it is anticipated that the article will be suitable for publication. Re-evaluation after correction is recommended.
