I think it is necessary to explain the freezing sections for multi-staining for fluorescence microscopy.

I also suggest talking about confocal microscopy, as it is a very important tool and is increasingly gaining importance and use in the study and diagnosis of pathology and research.
It would also be interesting to mention the topic of robotics in IHC, since there are machines that can perform staining.
Just as the HE technique is mentioned, special stains (PAS, MASSON, etc.) should also be mentioned as a support tool for the pathologist.
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
