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	Nevoid basal cell carcinoma syndrome is a rare autosomal dominant disorder caused by mutations in PTCH 1 gene located on chromosome 9q 22. Gorlin -Goltz syndrome was the earlier term used for this.The presence of multiple recurrent OKCs in a patient may be viewed with caution and if detected may warrant early genetic screening for PTCH1 which allows interventions to prevent more severe tumours 
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	To be qualified as Gorlin Goltz Syndrome, the lesions of recurrent OKC alone are not sufficient. That may require the presence of basal cell carcinomas, palmar plantar pitting/keratosis ophthalmologic anomalies, bifid ribs and so on. But the case report has not mentioned whether they were present in this case
Histopathology figures are to be included  in the case report as to support the diagnosis
