It highlights the profound sensitivity associated with making decisions for seriously ill patients, especially those with limited or no prospects for recovery. By exploring these complex aspects, the study provides valuable insights into ethical and clinical considerations in end-of-life care. Furthermore, it may guide palliative care institutions in developing clearer policies, standards, and guidelines regarding the withholding and withdrawal of treatment in the future.
