	1- Conducting the study over a short period of three months raises questions about the river's algal flora. A study of at least one year would have been more appropriate. If there are any obstacles to this, this should be stated in the materials and methods section.

2- Determining algal diversity alone is not sufficient to assess the water quality and ecological status of the Adyar River. Furthermore, data on this subject is incomplete (three months). Other physicochemical values, beyond pH and temperature, should also be reported. In this case, assessments based on the literature regarding the ecological characteristics of the species would have been more meaningful and would have added value to the article.

3- The quality of the photographs is very low, and some species are unclear.
4- The quality of this text does not meet the criteria for being co nsidered to attract attention on a global
level.
