· Phenolic compounds, terpenoids saponins, glycosides, tannins, flavonoids, glycolipids, dietary fibres, alkaloids, carotenoids & anthocyanins were most commonly isolated biologically active principles responsible for medicinal properties.

· Medicinal plants are having anti-inflammatory,anti-oxidant,anti-diabetic, antimicrobial properties.

· They are also used in polyuria, diarrhoea & dysentery, liver disorders, piles, female sterility.

· However, detailed literature survey showed that no much works has been reported regarding anticancer potency. Report says that pulp extract of  S. jambolanum at higher concentration is capable of retarding the proliferation of several cancer cells such as MCF-7,Hela, HEP G2,HL60 and U251 in vitro.
