	The manuscript presents a region-specific investigation on the seasonal abundance and diversity of Culex mosquitoes in Kesinga Block, Kalahandi, Odisha. The study is important as it provides baseline entomological data relevant to lymphatic filariasis and arboviral vector surveillance. The findings will be valuable to public health authorities and entomologists for designing vector control strategies tailored to local climatic and ecological conditions. The topic aligns well with the journal’s scope and adds to the limited literature on mosquito dynamics in Eastern India.

This study fills an important gap in entomological surveillance data for the Kalahandi district, a known endemic region for lymphatic filariasis. The data on seasonal abundance and species composition of Culex mosquitoes could support vector control programs and assist in forecasting disease risk. The research also highlights the correlation between mosquito abundance and climatic factors, which is relevant under changing climate conditions.
