	Yes, however, a number of things need to revised: in the experimental part, the extraction of the leaves should given in greater detail. No mass of the leaves used is given for the 1.5L of water used. If more than one extraction was performed, this should be stated. The size of the Clevenger-type hydrodistillation apparatus should be stated. The GC/MS system used is not given (what type of mass spectrometer was used?). How were the samples measured – was there any pre-clean up. Were the 13C NMR spectra measured on the mixture or was the mixture separated first by a preparative GC? This should be stated clearly. On the one hand it is stated that 1H and 13C NMR spectra were acquired, on the other hand in the paper only the term 13C NMR is given. The structure of β-pinene (d) is wrong (one methyl group is missing).
