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	In this paper, the author proposes a combined type estimator to estimate the population mean using an auxiliary variable in stratified random sampling. The mean square error (MSE) of the proposed estimator was found to be superior to that of existing estimators. An empirical study, conducted on real data, confirmed this superiority and provided a high PRE.
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	The manuscript is well constructed and clearly presented. The research question concerning the development of estimator for population parameter was clearly defined by the author. The study provides relevant information on the establishment of efficient estimators by using an auxiliary variable in stratified random sampling. I recommend publication of this manuscript in the Asian Journal of Probability and Statistics.
