Furthermore, 70.1% of the population rarely consumes heme iron sources, while 18% never eat protein-rich foods. This sentence appears in the introduction but does not include a reference. 
b.  In the bibliography, 14 references were mentioned, but the research includes 15 references. This is due to the lack of separation during writing between the fifth and sixth references.
