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	This manuscript clearly gives the data on bacterial etiology, prevalence and antimicrobial resistance patterns of Urinary Tract Infections (UTIs) in limited surveillance area – Cameroon. It highlights the high burden and negative impact of multidrug resistance (MDR) in uropathogens, especially E.coli & Klebsiella sp., there by indicating the requirement of antimicrobial stewardship programme based on region. It also concentrates on the clinical and behavioral risk factors with UTI to provide valuable insight in preventive medicine. To sum up the study is based on worldwide understanding of AMR trends and management strategies in resource limited settings
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
