Correct little spelling mistakes like "vene puncture" rather than "venipuncture" and uneven usage of "HbA1C," and keep consistency in capitalization. units and abbreviations (e.g., mmol/L, kg/m², P < 0.05). While transition phrases can be changed to enhance flow between ideas, some statements are long or repetitive and could be shortened for clarity. Coherence will be enhanced by a single English style (British or American) throughout as well as by consistency in tense—past for methods and results, present for debate. Finally, including a short "Limitations" paragraph will provide balance; a final proofreading pass will guarantee grammatical, punctuation, and formatting accuracy; and the paper will be entirely fit for scholarly publication.
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	 The statistical analysis are appropriate, the research approach is methodologically sound, and the debate properly connects results to current literature. The authors might consider shortening some details for clarity, enhancing language precision, and including a brief discussion of research flaws and clinical implications to further improve the paper.
