In their manuscript titled “Characterization of Colletotrichum Isolates: Causal Agents of Postharvest Anthracnose Disease of Avocado cv. Hass in Myanmar”. The authors isolated and culturally, microscopically, and molecularly characterized the causal organisms of avocado anthracnose found in Myanmar. This study will assist the industry with the prevention of the rapid spread of infection, enabling accurate diagnosis, thereby protecting and increasing yields and income. The overall goal was to understand the nature, identity, and behaviour of the causal organisms of avocado anthracnose in Myanmar. General comments: 1) Line 69, did the wounding create mechanical injury to the fruit, or was the disorder that occurred mainly from the disease infection occurrence? 2) Line 77, were the fruits ripe at the beginning if the trial or were they ripe at day 9…. The question is, were the fruits ever ripe, because anthracnose causes latent infections, for it to clearly observed its often during the ripening stages… The discussion is somewhat weak; otherwise, well done, nice format, great study!
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
