1-The sentence : ‘His disease began in childhood when he starts to develop untreated, widespread papules and nodules’ may be revised as : ‘The patient’s condition began in early childhood, marked by the gradual development of multiple widespread papules and nodules that were not treated during that period.’

2. The use of carbamazepine for epilepsy is clear, but please consider clarifying the indication or reason for prescribing risperidone in this case.

3-The statement “When the lesions become irritated or inflamed, he experiences pain, anger, and discomfort, leading to aggression toward others, as well as a fear of interpersonal contact” appears somewhat speculative and lacks supporting references.

Please either provide appropriate scientific references to substantiate this causal relationship between lesion inflammation and aggressive behavior, or rephrase the sentence to reflect a more observational and descriptive tone (e.g., focusing on the patient’s reported emotional distress or social withdrawal rather than implying direct causality)
