Abstract
· The abbreviation HBLV is introduced but not used consistently in the abstract.

Materials and Methods
· The initial sample size was calculated as 384, but only 368 were analyzed, with no explanation for the discrepancy.

· The formula for sample size calculation is presented in a non-standard, difficult-to-read format.

Results
· In the results text, the prevalence is incorrectly reported as 85.33%; it should be 83.33% (40/48) as shown in Table I.

· In Table I, the odds ratio (OR) values for the age groups "6 to 11 months" and "3-5 months" are mislabeled; they represent the odds of infection for the reference group (>11 months) versus these groups, not the other way around.

· In Table I, the OR for Napié (2.15) is listed with a P-value of 0.217, but the 95% CI [0.61-8.88] includes 1, which aligns with the non-significant p-value, suggesting it is correct, but the header "OR [CI 95%]" is ambiguous without stating what the comparison is.

· In Table II, the prevalence range for Lataha is listed as "30.45-50%", but the overall prevalence for Lataha is 30% (12/40), making the lower end of this range impossible.

· In Table IV, the total number of infected animals for Tioro is miscalculated as 44 (90.90%) but 24+20=44, and 44/48 = 91.67%, not 90.90%.

Discussion
· A full paragraph is repeated verbatim, discussing geographical disparities in prevalence.

· The discussion fails to address the major limitations of using human HBV ELISA kits on porcine sera without validation.

· The high HBeAg positivity is interpreted as indicating a "replication phase," but the possibility of a different serological profile or cross-reactivity in pigs is not considered as an alternative explanation.
