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Cholera toxin (CT) inducing a key regulator of immune homeostasis, IL-10 [1&2] and suppresses the generation of Th1 cells and promotes the induction of T cells with regulatory activity [3]. Cholera toxin (CT) and its B subunit (CTB) up-regulatate, TGF-β1 activity, regulator cytokine of immune homeostasis [4] and lastly promote both IgA mucosal immunity and oral tolerance [5].
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
