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	Use of PFM in diagnosis and monitoring of CRD is important, especially by nursing staff. Respiratory illness is a major cause of mortality and morbidity globally due to its multifactorial origin.  As an first contact, nursing staff can help in early diagnosis of the cases as well as help in monitoring the patients. 
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	In this study proper emphasis is not given on how this data will be utilized. Whether, any feedback will be given to the study participants or not is not mentioned. Moreover, there may be bias due to exposure of the nurses to use of PFM devices posted in different departments. Whether nurses are posted in a rotation basis in different departments in the hospital, needs mentioning.
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
