The methodology and results are well-organized. However, attention should be paid to the pivotal point raised by the researchers in the Limitations section: a significant proportion of major diagnoses of hepatocellular carcinoma (39.3%) and cirrhosis (35.3%) relied on imaging findings and biological markers (such as the appearance of "wash-in and wash-out" on CT scans), rather than histological confirmation (liver biopsy), which is the gold standard for diagnosis. This limitation should be clearly stated in the discussion as a factor affecting the level of diagnostic certainty.
