The manuscript is scientifically sound and has merit for publication after moderate revisions to improve language, formatting and clarity.

The abstract needs to be slightly revised by adding some result data, fixing a few minor grammatical errors and organizing the references in accordance with the journal so that they are similar. 

For example, some references have the & symbol (Neelam, R. K., Nanwal & Kumar, P.), and journal name is written without giving space (ChemicalStudies) and crop name should be italic.
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
