	The introduction contained disjointed paragraphs. The paper subsections need to be rearranged as follows: Introduction, statement of the problem, purpose, research questions, hypothesis, scope of the study, empirical studies, methodology etc. the list of computing competencies are outdated, for example corel draw should be expunged and replaced with current industry standard graphic design tool like Adobe creative cloud suites or Canva. Cloud computing should be specific interms of cloud accounting softwares. Hypothesis table should be formatted to reflect APA table format. All the recommendations should be reframed to reflect contemporary computing competenies e.g. foundation digital literacy (word processing, exce, powerpoint, internet navigation), business analytics, data science, cybersecurity, accounting and marketing softwares : QuickBooks and HubSpot respectively, artificial intelligence tools, project management softwares etc.
“It is unfortunate to note that businеss еducation programme does not contain any courses in computing” the above statement under your statement of the problem is not true. Business Education programs in Nigeria contain courses in computing e.g Introduction to computer science, Basic Keyboarding. This is supported by empirical facts.
