	The abstract is reasonably comprehensive, but it can be improved by including more specific and results-oriented information. The focus on Kerala in the main manuscript does not appear in the abstract, creating a mismatch.
	

	Is the manuscript scientifically, correct? Please write here.
	Yes, the manuscript is largely scientifically correct. It is grounded in established theories and uses credible secondary data (NFHS-5, PLFS, Census, NITI Aayog, TRAI). The manuscript follows a logical structure that aligns with academic standards in social science research.
The shortcoming of the manuscript are:
1. Mixed-method analytical approach” is mentioned, but the specific procedures (sample, coding process, analysis steps) are not described in detail.

2. Every scientific paper needs explicit limitations, which is missing in this paper.

3. Some correlations (e.g., r = 0.72, r = 0.68) seem high without fully transparent methodology.

	References are reasonably sufficient and contain several recent (2020–2024) sources. The list needs more recent peer-reviewed journal articles to meet strong scientific standards.

	Yes, the language quality is generally suitable for scholarly communication, but several areas would benefit from editing to improve clarity, conciseness, and academic flow.
Some shortcomings in language quality:

1. Lengthy sentences without breaks

2. Inconsistent use of hyphens (e.g., mixed-method vs mixed methods)

3. Inconsistent capitalization (Media, Women Empowerment, etc.)
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
