	Sorghum is an important food grain in India as it is the best alternative for extreme weather conditions and is well suited for drought-prone regions. Sorghum has a wide range of uses as a food, feed and industrial crop. Resource use analysis revealed variations in direct and indirect impacts of labour, fertilisers and crop protection agents on small, medium and large farms, highlighting inefficiencies in resource use and technology adoption. The main constraints identified by farmers were lack of technical knowledge (65.49%), labour shortage (50.26%) and crop damage by wild animals and birds (49.44%), as well as lack of quality seeds and pest/disease infestation. The challenges of sorghum cultivation and their solutions outlined by the author of the manuscript can serve as a roadmap for local farmers and authorities in Maharashtra. That is why the article deserves publication in the Asian Research Journal of Agriculture
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
